After mul-
tiple meetings and a great amount of effort,
the Oklahoma Medical Board approved our
purposed rule to increase the time frame on
physical therapy prescriptions to 90 days.
This extension will allow a patient to con-
tinue their current treatment for up to 90
days from the start of treatment (if they are
making objective progress) instead of their
script expiring after 30 days as it currently
does. The proposed rule change must go
through the legislative process during the
